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act on it loudly. It is telling you to notice it, and to protect it.

Build a small wall of quiet around it. Tell one person, or no one. Write it down in a

place no one else reads. Let it become warm before you ask it to become useful.

If it appears as Shadow, the spark has been dragged into daylight before it was ready,
or smothered by the demand that it justify itself. The remedy is not to abandon it —

the remedy is to take it back into the dark and feed it gently until the heat returns.
